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Unlike other systems that require specialist 
contractors, Clearline was developed to be fitted by 
the trades people on site, using their existing skills, 
and at the right time in the build programme.  The 
panel is fitted above continuous membrane and tile 
battens by the roofing contractor.  The proprietary 
flashing kit is a simple push-fit into the solar panel 
and the whole panel is fitted in around 15 minutes, 
ready for tiling.
